Open to all. Horses/ponies any height. Maximum fences 2ft 6ins. 

CLEAR ROUND JUMPING ALL DAY




Entry £4


Tickets from secretary on the day.
This event will follow the same format as a hunter trial but with the following alterations…
Competitors will start individually – No Pairs.

The course will offer natural fences and obstacles. 

A walk only section.

A section to show right and left canter lead.

Opening a gate.

Moving an object from point A to B.

Style performance jump x 2.

A natural Passageway and other challenges. 

An obstacle may be missed out but you would forfeit your marks.

The rider with the highest points will win.

A course plan will be at the secretaries.

The course may be walked on Saturday afternoon between 4 and 5pm only or before your class on te show day.

RULES


Back protectors must be worn on the cross country course.


Each rider will perform the course individually.


A course plan will be situated in the secretaries tent.


Max 10 points per obstacle with the following penalties for faults:-


5 points off for each knockdown. 


10 points off for each stop.


10 points off for missing an obstacle.


No competitor will be eliminated, you will be allowed to finish all sections. Unless,

in the judges opinion it would not be in the horses interest to continue. In this instance you will be asked to rertire. 


The judge has the right to stop you if in his/her opinion the 

horse or riders are not fit to continue. A fall will mean elimination and you must NOT re-mount.


Assistance is allowed to help encourage competitors.


All competitors MUST have their own third party insurance


cover before competing in this event. 


Horse Passports may be checked at random. Please ensure



you bring yours with you.
IMPORTANT INFORMATION:

Rules, Conditions and Health and Safety Requirements.

1.
Entry fees to be paid at time of registration and are non-refundable. Cheque guarantee card details are to be printed on the reverse of all cheques. Entry forms can be found in this schedule or on our web site at www.ops.org.uk. Numbers are not sent by post, you can collect them from the secretary on the day.  We will charge a £20 administration fee to cover our costs for all stopped or bounced checks. 

2.
Late entries on the day of the show carry a surcharge. See booking form and web site for details.  

3.
The decision of the judges is final. Exhibitors may not knowingly exhibit an equine which has been bred, sold, leased or produced by the judge or his/her employer with the exception of show jumping classes. 

4.
No claim can be entertained for anything that may happen to competitors, onlookers or their property, servants, 
horses or ponies, in connection with this show. It shall be a condition of entry that each entrant shall indemnify the promoters against any legal action from such accident.
5.
The organisers reserve the right to change or substitute judges without due warning.

6.
A correctly secured riding hat to current British Safety Standard must be worn at all times whilst mounted.

7.
Classes may be cancelled, amalgamated or divided depending on numbers of entries.
8.
The organisers reserve the right to close classes at any date if sufficient entries have been received.
9.
If for any reason the show has to be cancelled half the entry fee only will be refunded. In no other case will it be refunded.
10.
Any prizes not presented at the end of the class must be collected before the close of the show.
11.
The wearing of spurs in children’s riding pony, show hunter pony, working pony and M&M working hunter pony 
and ridden classes is forbidden. Also, no change of saddlery is allowed in W.H.P. classes.
12.
Any pony arriving late for a class may only compete in that class with the judges permission.

13.
DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY: 

The Organisers or Landowners shall not be liable for any claim for loss or damage to competitors, onlookers, their servants, horses, ponies or other animals, vehicles, equipment or any other item in connection with the show, however caused. Competitors are to satisfy themselves that they have assessed the risk factor of competing in the event and have ensured that they are able to safely complete the course. You are advised to walk the course before your class and make a decision regarding your ability to safely jump each fence. It is a condition of entry that each participant will satisfy themselves as to their own ability to ride safely and indemnify the Organisers against any accident or loss however caused.

14.
HEALTH AND SAFETY: 

The organisers have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health and safety of everyone present. For those measures to be effective, everyone must take all reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents, and must obey the lawful instruction of the organisers, including their agents, officials and stewards.
a)
All horse boxes are to be parked front end in first.

b)
Dogs must be kept on leads and not allowed into the arena.

c)
Children must be properly supervised by an adult at all times.

d)
All animals must be kept under control at all times. Any animal not deemed to be under control may be required to leave the Ring/and or Show ground by an authorised person. No horse must be left unattended whilst tied up to your vehicle.

e)
Your signature on the entry form, or payment of an admission charge, shall be deemed to be an acceptance of the above rules, conditions and health and safety requirements.
15.
In the interests of safety a horse or pony, whether ridden or in hand, should be moved at a walk, except in showing rings or designated exercise areas. Exhibitors disregarding this rule may be asked to leave the showground.

16.
For the safety of all, the main road gate must be kept closed at all times. 

17.
When entering or leaving the show ground please do not attempt to turn right across the path of oncoming traffic. Continue South to the roundabout and return Northward to make a left turn when entering. Turn left when leaving the showground and if wishing to travel south use the roundabout. 

18.
It is strictly forbidden to muck out horse boxes etc on the field. Those caught are liable to a £50 fine.
